Is Your Board “Micro-Managing” Your Association?

One of the latest discussions on ASAE’s Listserve addresses the issue of Boards who tend to be too “hands on” with
administrative functions and in creating employee policies. One association posed the question:

Question: We are in the process of developing a comprehensive employee manual. Our board of directors is getting
very “hands on” regarding the various policies — annual leave, compensatory time, etc. Is this standard board activity, or
is it getting too much in the weeds? If it is in the weeds, what would you do to make it work?

Response: From serving on a board and from dealing with my current board, I’ve only seen boards micromanage when
a crisis has occurred, such as a financial one, an unexpected departure or change at the executive level, or if a legal en-
tanglement has cropped up. I would get some clear understanding now as to what they want, and expect to be in-
volved in and what your authority is. I’d also compare that to the current bylaws to see if it’s consistent with
what has already been established, as well as comparing it to your job description.

Response: Ours is a policy governance board, so there is a clear structure in place
that helps to keep the board focused on its job and not the day-to-day management.

USDA to Oversee School Snack Food

According to Chairman of the Senate Agriculture Committee, Senator Tom Harkin,
the U. S. Agriculture Department would be given the power to regulate all food sold
in school — including vending machine snacks — when Congress renews child
nutrition programs. Harkin said he wanted USDA to oversee all food in schools,
“so nutrition programs are not ‘undermined’ by junk food in vending machines.”
Earlier this year, Harkin co-sponsored a bill focused on setting nutritional standards
for food in school vending machines and stores to combat childhood obesity rates.

Credit Crunch? Grow Your Own
Vegetable Garden

In a difficult economic environment
consumers are becoming more and
more “smart” by growing their own
vegetable garden. According to an
eBay research on the distribution pat-
tern of vegetable seeds in the first 3
months of 2009, compared with the
previous year, in Germany sales rose by
40%; France 30%; while in Ireland, Po-
land and Spain the sale of seeds rose
respectively 125, 103 and 71%. In the
US, the D. Landreth Seed Company, in
New Freedom, registered a whopping
75% increase in seed sales, while seed
producers and merchants across the US
are reporting the same phenomenon of
crazy demand and even some short-
ages.

In a recent article written by Dr. Candace Croney and Dr. Stanley Curtis for “Feedstuffs FoodLink”, they state that
“Recent activity to formally regulate farm animal welfare reform has resulted in discussions that are so contentious and
polarized that reason, science and objectivity have been lost.” In February 2009, HSUS indicated interest in farm ani-
mal welfare reform in Ohio. In response to current farm animal production practices, which permit close confinement of
veal calves, pigs, and laying hens, the Humane Society has campaigned for several years to put animal welfare reform

initiatives on state ballots throughout the U.S.

According to Drs. Croney and Curtis, “almost all have passed, most recently Proposition 2, which passed in California

last year.

Delaware Repeals Bottle Law

On July 1, 2009 the Delaware House and Senate overwhelmingly voted to repeal the state’s 25-year old bottle bill.
Proponents of repeal argued that, “Delaware’s unique container deposit law has complicated recycling issues in the
state for many years.” Aluminum cans were exempted from their bottle law several years ago which allowed public
and private recyclers to handle these cans and capture their value. The Legislature, therefore, determined that for the
limited types of containers subject to deposits, (glass and plastic bottles containing carbonated beverages smaller than
64 oz) it has proven costly and largely ineffective.

The Legislature’s votes reflect the reality that the time and financial resources of the state’s consumers and businesses
would be better spent focusing on broad-based recycling efforts that target all materials.
